In the photographic industry, it is essential to understand your business and create
a plan for how you will operate your business. Stacey is very passionate about
helping small business owners find the reasons they are in business and bringing
those things to the surface. There will be very frank and meaningful discussion
on why they are in business, what they want to get out of their business and what
they want their business legacy to be. In this program, Stacey will show listeners
how to create not just a “Business Plan” but also a management plan, which will
help them navigate the difficult waters of small business ownership. He will begin
by getting to the fundamental reason they chose to get into business. In this
process he will help draw out the listeners passion and core values and translate
them into a vision for their business. Then Stacey will guide them through the
process of taking those core values and creating personal and business goals.
From these goals he will show how to begin laying out a business plan, which
reflects their core values and leads them to realizing their goals. The program will
move into a discussion of how to create and implement a marketing plan, which
reflects the owner’s business purpose and supports the financial plan. Stacey will
help listeners understand how their financial goals are realized and how they are
a reflection of the goals they created at the beginning of the process. Students
should leave this class with a good understanding of the core components of the
business plan. More importantly they should leave with the realization their
business plan is a reflection of who they are and what they want to achieve in
their business.

Trash the Dress with Steve Chesler

Steve Chesler of Chesler Photography is breaking onto the national speaking
scene with his new program on Trashing the Dress, sponsored by Burrell Colour
Imaging. In late 2006, Steve Chesler, owner of Chesler Photography in upstate
New York, photographed his first Trash the Dress session of a bride riding
horseback in the snow. That event jump-started a media frenzy, which altered
the direction of his business. He has photographed dozens of brides doing these
sessions, including shoots that were covered by Inside Edition, the Rochester
ABC affiliate, as well as many newspaper and magazine articles. Chesler now
brings his vision and experience with these sessions to you in an exciting, high-
energy program for photographers. The program will feature images from
the many shoots he has done, along with the
marketing ideas that convince brides to do the
unthinkable to their dress. He will also discuss
the opportunities that came up with the different
media sources as well as taking an in depth look
into the use of his website and blog to spread the
word about trashing the dress. Time permitting,
the program will feature a live location shoot with
model brides, using natural and reflected light, as
well as video light. After the shoot, Chesler will
demonstrate some of the Photoshop techniques
used on the images to complete his vision.

Beyond Glamour with Chris Nelson

A former photojournalist and reporter, Chris Nelson used to supplement his small
market wages shooting weddings, advertising images and senior portraits for
extra cash. In 1991, he quit his full-time newspaper gig and started a portraiture
business, which moved to Fall Creek, Wisconsin a few years later and become
Fall Creek Portrait Design. Chris graduated from the University of Wisconsin -
Milwaukee in 1985 with a BA in English (applied writing and journalism) with
minors in philosophy and fine art photography. Study within the photographic
industry has really influenced his development. Chris has earned his Accolades of
photographic Mastery, Outstanding Photographic Achievement and Exceptional
Photographic Achievement from WPPI (wedding and Portrait Photographers
Int’l). A number of hisimages have earned meritsin WPPI and PPA competitions.
He’s best known for his high-school senior and glamour images. Locally he’s
known as a wedding stylist as well. Chris has done platform programs on Senior
portraiture and marketing at WPPI and PMA. In addition, he’s taught classes for
the Experiences, school of professional photography, most recently last February
in Guatemala. This year, he’s been speaking on glamour photography, the subject
of his latest book -- Master Guide for Glamour Photography, released in February
by Amherst Media, Buffalo, NY. Shutterbug Magazine named it one of the Top
Digital Books of 2007 in its December 2007 issue.
